What is Geocaching? 

 
 

ÅGeocaching is a real world, outdoor treasure 
hunting game using GPS enabled devices. 

 

ÅParticipants navigate to a specific set of GPS 
co-ordinates and then attempt to find the 
Geocache (container) hidden at that location. 



The Geocache Challenge 

ÅFive Geocaches were hidden around Llanelli. 
Each Geocache contained three questions. 
 

ÅParticipants needed to locate each Geocache 
and answer the questions inside.

ïPre-testing the official geo-caching website by 
placing a tester cache and logging it on the web 

ïLoading the coordinates of the competition caches 
onto the geocaching website and providing links

Hiding the Competition caches 

Å5 sites in Llanelli Town were selected where 
the competition caches could be hidden  - all 
handily near to Council Facilities 

ÅThe caches were made up, including the 
competition information – hidden and logged 
onto the Geocache website ready for the big 
launch . . .

ÅOn July 20th the cache locations were 
published onto the website and the 
competition began. 

ÅFeedback was immediate and positive – with 
those taking part logging their finds and 
commenting on how much they enjoyed

ÅThe competition was well supported by the 
local press with the Llanelli Star publishing a 
full double page spread on the competition 
after about 2 weeks in 

ÅThis produced a noticeable increase in the 
numbers taking part
